ARE YOU A CHURCH PLANTER?

Most potential church planters struggle with the question, "Could I really be an
effective church planter?" This question should receive strong consideration. You may
have abilities that you are not aware of, gifts that are especially suited to effectively
starting a new church. While this short self-assessment will not conclusively identify you
as a church planter, it will provide you with some initial guidance. Mark your answers
and follow the instructions at the conclusion.

30-44 You may be able to fulfill a specific assignment in a church plant as an
assistant to the launch team. Talk to your senior pastor or district official
to learn about the needs of church planters near you.

20-29 Your will probably thrive in areas of ministry other than church planting.
You should continue to investigate ministry options with other ministry
leaders in your life.
